ull Disclosure is an inside look at the trial and error of scientists and artists through an intimate survey of their processes. An exhibition of objects that reveal the shared processes of experimentation, creativity and failure, Full Disclosure successfully blurs the lines between scientific research and the visual arts.

Full Disclosure, at the Mary Porter Sesnon Art Gallery at the University of California, Santa Cruz opens October 7, 2009 with a public reception and panel discussion to follow. The exhibition, organized by Associate Professor of Art, Melissa Gwyn and Associate Professor of Chemistry, Scott Lokey features collaborative projects by UCSC arts and science faculty and lab researchers. The projects in the exhibition will be the result of creative exchange, shared material, ideas and working methods between artists and scientists. 

The exhibition will include drawings, lab notebooks, models from laboratories, large paintings, composite panoramic photographs, magnetic sculptures, installation work, computer animations, and video/audio interviews with researchers, in addition to signage that explains the research behind the science, and the ideas behind the art. The focus of the exhibition is based on process and the role of failure in creative and analytic endeavors.
